GOG AND MAGOG

Ezekiel 38:10-12
Thus says the Lord GOD: On that day, thoughts will come
Into'your mind, and you will devise an evil scheme and say,
‘I will go up’against the land of unwalled villages. I will fall
upon the quiet people who dwell securely, all of them
dwelling without walls, and having no bars or gates, to
seize spoil and carry off plunder, to turn your hand against
the waste places that are now Inhabited, and the people who
were gathered from the nations, who have acquired
livestock and goods, who dwell at the center of the earth.

4. God unmistakably intervenes to save Israel
-Earth quake, confusion, pestilence, torrential rain,
hail, confusion, fire, sulfur
5. The aftermath is great
- Birds and beasts of the field feed on the dead
- It takes 7 months to bury the dead
- Israel has 7 years of fuel by burning weapons of war
6. The nations will know that the Lord is God
7. Israel will know that the Lord is their God

GOG AND MAGOG

Who is Gog and Magog?

Most scholars identify Magog as Russia

* “from the uttermost parts of the north” -
Ezek38:15

» Linguistic similarities between biblical
place names and modern Russian names



GOG AND MAGOG

Who is Gog and Magog

A growing minority identify Magog as Turkey

* Inthe Hebrew the same phrase for the
“uttermost parts of the north” is used for
Togarmah 38:6 - which is thought to be in
Turkey

* New linguistic arguments counter the old

THE PURPOSES OF THE TRIBULATION

1. To judge the gentile nations — e.q. Is 13:6-13

2.To turn the heart of nation of Israel to her Messiah

* The promise of restoration depended upon
repentance (Deut 30 and Lev 26)

* Jesusreminds the crowd of that promise (Matt 23:39)

* Israel will respond on a national scale

From the Greek word (harpazo) which
means to take away suddenly and
forcefully.



THE RAPTURE OF THE CHURCH

Rapture — harpazo — to carry off by force

16 For'the Lord Himself will descend from heaven
with a shout, with the voice of the archangel and
with the trumpet of God, and the dead in Christ will
rise first. 7 Then we who are alive and remain will
be caught up together with them in the clouds to
meet the Lord in the air, and so we shall always be
with the Lord. '® Therefore comfort one another
with these words. 1 Thess 4:16-18
